
Newaygo County Offices Go Tobacco Free 

 Residents will soon be able to 
breathe easier when visiting Newaygo 
County offices. The Board of Commission-
ers has adopted a Tobacco Free Policy 
which will take effect March 1, 2008.  
 This policy bans the use of tobacco 
on or in all County owned or operated 
properties. The only areas excluded from 
the policy are the outdoor grounds of 
County parks.  
 Current law and policy prohibit 
smoking in County buildings and vehicles, 
but many outdoor areas will fall under the 

new policy as well. The policy also extends 
the ban to all varieties of tobacco, including 
smokeless forms such as chew and snuff.  
 The Tobacco Free policy was 
adopted in the interest of maintaining a 
safe, healthy, and clean environment for 
employees and the public alike. Please sup-
port our efforts to make our offices a pleas-
ant place to work and visit by disposing of 
tobacco products before entering Newaygo 
County property.

The majority of Newaygo County receives 
ambulance service from Life EMS, a private 
company operating without a subsidy from local 
governments, unlike ambulance services in 
neighboring counties. In recent years, revenues 
from ambulance fees have not covered the ex-
pense of maintaining four ambulances in ser-
vice throughout the county.  

To address this funding gap, a committee 
of county commissioners, township supervisors, 
and a representative from Gerber Memorial 
Hospital has investigated options to provide and 
properly fund ambulance service in Newaygo 
County. Committed to avoiding a county sub-
sidy or millage request if possible, the commit-
tee has worked to ensure all avenues toward 
cost-effectiveness are followed while still main-
taining the current level of service. After much 
discussion, the committee made recommenda-
tions which the county and Life EMS are work-
ing to carry out.  

One recommendation was a revised con-
tract between Newaygo County and Life EMS 

allowing Life EMS more flexibility in staffing 

and deployment of its ambulances. As a 
result, Life EMS will continue to provide four 
staffed ambulances, but increased staffing 
during peak demand and decreased staffing 
at other times will make the coverage more 
efficient and effective. Another recommen-
dation, made after careful review of other 
counties, was an increase to Life EMSôs 
ambulance rates to ensure they are consis-
tent with surrounding areas.  

The County and Life are also promoting 
enrollment in Life Care Plus, an ambulance 
membership program available to people 
with or without medical insurance. One low 
fee ($39 with health insurance and $59 with-
out coverage) per family covers out-of-
pocket costs for medically necessary ambu-
lance transports to or from the hospital for 
one year. More information is available at

The committee will meet again this fall 
to review the effect of these changes and 
explore additional measures if necessary. 

 The Newaygo County Board of 
Commissioners has voted to move for-
ward with the proposed expansion of the 
Jail and addition of a Sheriffôs Office. At 
the July 8, 2009, Board meeting, com-
missioners approved preliminary designs 
for the project and approved an agree-
ment with Landmark Designs for archi-
tectural services. The Board will create a 
5-member committee to oversee the fi-
nance, design, and construction phases 
of the project.  
 The proposed expansion was 
recommended by a comprehensive 
group of government and law enforce-
ment officials including representatives 
from the City of White Cloud. The group 

examined several possibilities for expan-
sion to determine which option would 
meet the countyôs needs while consider-
ing White Cloudôs best interests. This 
groupôs final recommendations, which 
were approved by the Board of Commis-
sioners, include a 14,200 sq. ft. expan-
sion of the jail, with an additional 68 
beds. Sheriffôs administration offices 
consisting of a 10,000 sq. ft. first floor 
will also be added to the building and a 
7,000 sq. ft. unfinished basement is un-
der consideration. During construction, 
the Sheriffôs Office will be relocated to 
the jail and the existing Sheriffôs Office 
will be demolished to create additional

 Silent Observer of Newaygo County recently held a 
poster contest at the Career Tech Center to choose the or-

The logo will be used on brochures, pencils, and other items 
as part of efforts to publicize the newly re-instituted pro-
gram. 
 Silent Observer has been around nationwide for many 
years and has recently been revitalized in 
Newaygo County.  The mission of the 
Silent Observer Program is to provide a 
communications channel for citizens to 
provide information that may assist law 
enforcement in the community.  Silent 
Observer encourages citizens to pass 
along information that they may not 
think is important, but actually may be 
the missing piece of information needed 
to solve a crime.  
 Silent Observer of Newaygo County 
is directed by a committee of citizen volunteers and mem-
bers of the law enforcement community.  Since the commit-
tee was formed in 2008, members have worked to develop 
procedures to encourage tips from the community and pro-
tect the anonymity of callers. 
 The procedures developed by the committee are specifi-
cally designed to ensure the tipster can remain anonymous 
through the entire process, one of the most important as-

pects of Silent Observer.  Callers to the tip line are not identi-
fied by caller ID or any other methods.  Instead, they are 
given a tip number and advised to call back at a later date to 
see if the tip paid out. If a tip warrants a cash reward, the 
caller is given further instructions on how to collect rewards 
while remaining completely anonymous.  
 Rewards are paid out if the information that is called 
into Silent Observer by an anonymous tipster leads to the 

arrest and arraignment of an offender. 
Cash rewards range from $50 to 
$1,000, depending on the type of 
crime.   
 Crime prevention and keeping 
each other safe is our responsibility as 
citizens of our community.   Law en-

Foreclosed property auctions are 

open to the public. Potential bidders must 

bring a $1,000 deposit in the form of 

cash, money order or cashiers check 

made out to themselves in order to regis-

ter. If you are a successful bidder, the 

deposit will apply toward your purchase 

and the balance of the transaction is due 

by 5:00 p.m. the day of auction. Unsuc-

cessful bidders receive their deposits back 

in full on the day of auction. There is a 

10% buyerôs premium and $29 deed 

preparation fee added to each parcel pur-

chased.

needed for the jail expansion without 
using any taxpayer dollars,ò stated 
Board Chair Adam Wright. 
ñExpansion of the jail will also con-
tribute to the local economy, from 

the construction work available dur-
ing the expansion to the additional 
correction officers that will be 
needed once the jail is complete.ò  
 ñThe jail expansion gives us 
the opportunity to accommodate 
both the needs of the Marshals Ser-
vice and the future growth needs of 
the county,ò said Sheriff Mike Mer-
cer. ñNot only the larger jail, but also 
an updated, larger location for the 
Sheriffôs Office will also improve our 
ability to serve Newaygo Countyôs 
residents for years to come.ò

 The jail expansion has been 
undertaken in response to a request 
from the United States Marshal Ser-
vice to house additional federal in-
mates at the jail. The current capac-
ity at the facility is 212 beds and, al-
though the number fluctuates, the 
daily inmate population count is gen-
erally 105 federal (55%) and 90 local 
(45%). A new agreement will guar-
antee 140 (of 280 total) beds for fed-
eral inmates for the next 15 years, at 
an increased per diem rate.
